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Rupert House Uniform Policy 

Summer uniform may be worn during the autumn term up until October half-term, then
pupils wear winter uniform until the summer term. 
Shirts must be tucked in at all times. 
Boys in Years 3 to 6 must wear a Rupert House tie. 
Jumpers or cardigans may not be worn around the shoulder or waist. 
Children with long hair, below the shoulders, should tie it back safely with a navy or yellow
hair tie. 
Hair should be neat and tidy. 
Shoes must be black or navy and appropriate for school (not patent). No slip on shoes,
sandals, sling-backs or boots. 
Trainers must not be worn, except for PE and games lessons 
Watches and stud earrings may be worn, but no other jewellery unless it has religious
significance. One pair of small, plain gold or silver stud earrings may be worn, but must be
removed for PE or games lessons. 
No nail varnish should be worn. 
All items of uniform and water bottles should be clearly named.
